Join us on our week long tour of Spain’s southernmost mainland province where we will
be exploring the passage of peoples and cultures over the centuries, seeing the rich and
complex fabric of faiths, architectural influences, language and lifestyles.

To bring these complex stories alive, your tour will be managed by David Riordan, a long-time
resident of Andalusia, and an expert in the intricacies of the province and its faiths. Traveller,
author, tour guide, and storyteller, David will bring his years in Andalusia to bear on the sites,
stories and faiths we will encounter on our journey together. Eucharist will be celebrated at key
sites during this tour.

DAY 1 - MALAGA TO GRANADA.
Arriving at Malaga airport we join our
coach for the first part of our journey
around Andalusia. Heading east along the
coast, we turn into the hills of the Sierra
Tejada, to visit the pueblo blanco - the
white village - of Frigiliana. We spend
some of our afternoon looking at this
fascinating corner of rural Spain, before
driving on to Motril, where we turn inland |
through the mountains to the city of
Granada.

DAY 2 - IN GRANADA This morning we
have arranged a city tour of Granada, as an
introduction to the major sites of the city.
After lunch there is time to relax and
wander the old streets and Jewish quarter

at the heart of the city, or you may care to
join an optional afternoon excursion to the
Cathedral and Tomb of Ferdinand and
Isabella, so much a part of Christianity’s
story in this most Moorish of cities.

DAY 3 - IN GRANADA Today we visit
perhaps the most spectacular site in
Granada. On a hill overlooking the city
lies the Alhambra palace complex, a
collection of palaces and gardens stunning
in their scale and story. We spend the
morning here in the company of an expert
local guide. After lunch there is time to
relax, or explore more of this fascinating
city.
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DAY 4. IN GRANADA; EXCURSION
TO THE ALPUJARAS Today we head out
after breakfast into the mountains which
surround Granada. Following narrow
mountain roads, our coach winds its way
into some of the small villages and quiet
settlements that dot the Alpujara hills.
Bubion, Casares, Busquistar,

Papaniere and Trevelez are mountain
communities, part of a world vastly
different to the bustle of Granada and
today will add a different perspective to
the story of Andalusia, its faiths and its
cities.

DAY 5 - DRIVE VIA CORDOBA TO
SEVILLE Leaving Granada we head today
for the city of Cordoba, just a short
morning's drive to the west. Cordoba was
the most advanced city in the world during
the middle ages and home to some of the
most important and fascinating cultural
sites in Andalusia, including wonderful
gardens and the ancient University. Our
visit here focuses on the Mezquita, the
most stunning reminder of Islam's
footprint on this region. In the afternoon
we continue on to our hotel located near
Seville.

DAY 6 - IN SEVILLE This morning we
have arranged a city tour, an introduction
to the sites and stories that have made
Seville Andalusia's most famous city. In
the afternoon there is time free to wander
the streets of Seville, or perhaps try a tapas
trail around some of the bars and
restaurants of the old city.

DAY 7- VIST JEREZ Today we head
South on a full day excursion to the city of
Jerez, the sherry capital of Spain. There is
time here to explore the old town, but our
visit focuses on the sherry bodegas that
have given the town its fame. We will visit
a couple of bodegas, with in each case a
tour and an explanation of the process of
producing sherry followed by a tasting
session. In the late afternoon we make our
way back to our hotel for our last night
together.

DAY 8 - TOUR ENDS We leave Seville
after an early breakfast, to
reach Malaga airport in time
for the flight home to the
UK.
