DAY 1: SATURDAY,  7 NOVEMBER 
Meet at London Heathrow for an evening flight to Tel 
Aviv.  Dinner in-flight. 
 

DAY 2: SUNDAY,  8  NOVEMBER 
We arrive at dawn in Tel Aviv where we will be met by 
our guide and then driven north along the Mediterranean 
coast and inland to Tiberias and our hotel by the Sea of 
Galilee. The morning will be free to relax and to acquaint 
ourselves with our new surroundings. In the early 
afternoon we leave our hotel and drive up to Cana of 
Galilee, the site of Jesus' first miracle, the changing of 
water into wine at the Wedding Feast (married couples 
will have the opportunity to renew their marriage vows) .. 
and where Fr Miranda will celebrate Mass. Return to our 
hotel for dinner and overnight stay.  

DAY 3 : MONDAY,  9 NOVEMBER 
We begin our day by sailing across the Sea of Galilee to 
Nof Ginosar, where we will view the ancient boat (from 
the time of Jesus), and see the film about its discovery and 
preservation. Then we drive to Tabgha to visit the Church 
of the Loaves & Fishes, and the church of the Primacy of St. 
Peter where we can celebrate Mass on the shore of the 
lake. We then continue to the Mount of the Beatitudes 
overlooking the places where Jesus loved and worked. 
From here we proceed down to the shoreline of the lake 
and to the ancient fishing village of Capernaum, the centre 
of Jesus' Galilean Ministry to view the house of Peter and a 
partially rebuilt 4th century synagogue, built over the site 
where Jesus often preached. After a break for a St. Peter’s 
fish lunch at Kibbutz En Gev (included) we drive up into 
the Golan Heights to visit the ancient ruins of Dan, the site 
of the ancient Canaanite town of Esham. Later we visit 
Banias a source of the River Jordan, and Caesarea Philippi, 
the site where Peter made his great profession of faith in 
Jesus. Return to our Tiberias hotel for dinner and 
overnight stay. 

 

DAY 4 : TUESDAY,  10 NOVEMBER 
After breakfast we drive across the Jezreel valley and up to 
the summit of Mt Tabor to visit the place of Jesus' 
Transfiguration before Peter, James & John and where we 
will celebrate Mass. We will spend some time to take in 
the views across Israel, including the plains of Megiddo, 
the Biblical scene of Armageddon. Leaving Mt Tabor we 
return to the Sea of Galilee to the place where the River 
Jordan leaves the Sea of Galilee, Yardenit, and where there 
will be an opportunity to renew our Baptismal Vows. 
From here we proceed on to Nazareth where we will 
spend the rest of the day in the town where Jesus grew 
up. We will visit the Basilica of the Annunciation, the 
Orthodox Church of Mary's Well, lunch perhaps at St. 
Margaret's Pilgrim Hostel in Nazareth. If possible, we 
would hope to meet with members of a local Christian 
community, before returning to our hotel for dinner and 
overnight stay. 

 
 

DAY 5 : WEDNESDAY,  11  NOVEMBER 
This morning we leave Galilee after an early breakfast and 
drive south along the Jordan Valley to the oasis city of 
Jericho (258m below sea level) and the oldest continuously 
inhabited town on earth. We will view the Mt of 
Temptations, and the Greek Orthodox Monastery 
commemorating the Temptations of Christ. We will then 
continue our drive up through the hills of the Judean 
Wilderness towards Jerusalem and break for lunch in 
Bethany. Later we visit the home of Martha, Mary & 
Lazarus, where we will celebrate Mass.  After a view of the 
huge nine metre high partition wall we drive around the 
wall to visit Bethphage, to follow Jesus' route over the 
summit of the Mount of Olives and down towards the city 
of Jerusalem. As we journey down the Mount, we will 
visit the church of Pater Noster & the church of All 
Nations,  the church of Dominus Flevit where Jesus wept 
over the destruction of Jerusalem,  then on to the Basilica 
of the Agony in the Garden of Gethsemane. We then 
continue to check-in at our hotel. Dinner and overnight 
stay in Jerusalem. 

DAY 6 : THURSDAY, 12  NOVEMBER 
We begin our day by visiting Mount Moriah and the 
Western (Wailing) Wall, a section of the retaining wall of 
Herod's Temples' esplanade. From here, if permitted we 
will climb to the Temple Mount  and view the Al Aqsa 
mosque and the Dome of the Rock, the original site of 
Solomon's Temple. We then drive across the Kedron 
Valley and up to Mount Zion to visit the traditional site of 
the Room of the Last Supper, the Tomb of King David, the 
Abbey of Dormition, and the church of St Peter in 
Gallicantu.  From here we drive to Bethlehem on the 
outskirts of Jerusalem and proceed through the Partition 
Wall  to visit the Shepherd’s Fields at Beth Sahour and the 
Basilica of the Nativity, the oldest church in Christendom, 
where we will celebrate Mass in St Jerome’s Cave. We 
then return back through the wall to our hotel in Jerusalem 
for dinner and overnight stay. 
 

DAY 7: FRIDAY, 13 NOVEMBER 
Today we leave Jerusalem for a full day excursion of the 
Dead Sea basin. We drive down to the Dead Sea and then 
south along the shore line to Masada and ascend the 
summit by cable car to visit Herod's Palace. It was on the 
summit of this flat-topped mountain that Jewish Zealots 
committed mass suicide rather than surrender to the 
Romans. Afterwards we will have the opportunity to bathe 
in the unique mineral laden waters of the Dead Sea at a 
hotel (with lunch and towels included). We then continue 
to Qumran, the site where the Dead Sea Scrolls were 

discovered by a Bedouin shepherd in 1947, and, visit the 
nearby Essene Monastery, where the scrolls may have 
originated. We will return to our hotel and celebrate Mass 
in the chapel at our hotel, before dinner. Overnight stay in 
Jerusalem.  

 
DAY 8: SATURDAY, 14 NOVEMBER 

Today we drive to St Stephen's Gate of the Old City to 
visit the Pools of Bethesda and the beautiful Crusader 
Church of St Anne. We continue to the Convent of Sisters 
of Sion built on the foundations of the Antonia Fortress - 
the Roman Garrison of Jerusalem, where part of the 
fortress' pavement (Lithosratos), is venerated as the place 
where Jesus was condemned by Pilate. We then follow the 
Way of the Cross along the narrow streets of the Via 
Dolorosa to Calvary, enshrined within the Church of the 
Holy Sepulchre, where we will celebrate Mass. After a 
break for lunch in the Old City, we visit the Yad Vashem 
Holocaust Memorial museum and park. We hope to end 
the day with  a Holy Hour in Gethsemane. Return to our 
Jerusalem hotel for dinner and overnight stay. 
 

DAY 9 : SUNDAY, 15 NOVEMBER 
This morning we leave Jerusalem after breakfast to visit 
Ein Karem, the birthplace of John the Baptist, then on to 
Abu Gosh, the possible site of Emmaus to celebrate our 
final Mass. We then  break for lunch, before proceeding to 
Tel Aviv’s Ben Gurion Airport for our journey home.

Our Itinerary 

I invite you to join me on this special journey, following in the footsteps of Our Lord through the Promised 
Land. We will begin this two-centre pilgrimage in Galilee, visiting Nazareth, Capernaum, Cana and 
other sites around the Sea of Galilee where Jesus grew up and ministered. 
 
We then continue south to Jerusalem, the city Jesus loved and wept for. We will follow, step by step, Our 
Lord’s passion, death and resurrection. We will visit Mount Zion where he celebrated the Last Supper, 
Gethsemane, scene of his Agony, Calvary and the Holy Sepulchre, the place of Christ’s resurrection.
